*Considering student/parent feedback, I’ve become increasingly concerned with the woeful lack of proficiency & challenging, meaningful work, involving critical thinking, reading, & writing skills in dual credit English classes.  I’ve had numerous students who’ve gone to dual credit classes say such things as, “That class is such a waste of time,”or “The work is so much less challenging than yours,”or ”It’s such a joke,” or “I wish I hadn’t left your class!”_____ 

Two different exams are offered each May by The College Board (this is the same organization that produces and offers the SAT Exams).  The exams offered are the Advanced  Placement English Language and Composition Exam (usually taken at the end of the Junior year), and the Advanced Placement English Literature and Composition Exam (usually taken at the end of the Senior year). If a student does well enough on either one of these exams, most colleges and universities will award credit for 1 or 2 college English courses (or 3 to 6 semester hours’ credit) for each exam with a score that is high enough. This means that scoring well on both exams could earn your son or daughter all of his/her college English credits before beginning college.  NOTE: The work we do helps students to score better on the SAT & ACT, also!
       There are many advantages to the Advanced Placement program.  If a student scores well enough on the exam to gain college credit, then this  credit replaces a course (or courses) that (s)he would have had to pay for, buy books for, study or write papers for, or sit under a potentially pagan professor for.  The credits are simply recorded straight onto the student’s college transcript!  Additionally, colleges are impressed with students who are willing to put in the extra effort that an AP course of study requires-whether or not they gain the credit. It looks great on the resume/transcript/college application.  A home schooling mom and friend told me of a recent visit to a college fair.  When she inquired of the counselor of a well-known college what could be done to increase a student’s chances of admission, the counselor replied that, if an AP course is listed on a student’s transcript, that student’s application is placed in a stack that will be considered for admission 
before other applicants, due to the commitment it takes to complete these rigorous courses.  AP courses are impressive when competing for scholarships, as well.  Also, taking such a rigorous course prepares the students well for college English and other courses that require critical reading, thinking, and writing skills (this description fits most college courses).  The most-often-voiced complaint by the Universities and the workplace is that young people do not have well-developed critical thinking/discernment skills, analytical reading skills, or (the most sorely lacking of all) clear and convincing writing skills.  Advanced Placement English coursework helps develop strong skills in all these areas.  
       If your son or daughter could benefit from this type of curriculum, I am offering courses in Pre-AP/Novel Studies/ Analytical & Creative Writing for 9th/10th-graders, AP Language & Composition for Juniors, and AP Literature & Composition for Seniors (with added instruction for Juniors & Seniors to also be ready to take CLEP exams for additional college credit).  All courses are taught from a conservative, Christian Worldview.  Course times and dates are listed on the attached sheet. Additional Information: ***A Nonrefundable, $60.00 registration fee per Jr. or Sr. AP student, or a $45.00 fee per Pre-AP student will hold your student’s place in class, will pay for the large amount of photocopied materials that I must prepare for the first few weeks of classes, and will pay for textbook purchase (Jr. & Sr. AP) &/or copies of several short stories & poems for Pre-AP, Jr., & Sr. students.   
(Also, as explained on page 3, please send a check dated 8/1 for $87.00 per student to cover the 3rd & 4th weeks of Aug. & Sept.  It will not be deposited until 8/1.)

*Classes are 1½ hours (Except Srs—1¾ hrs for extra content), during which critical thinking, analytical reading, and a variety of writing concepts and skills are taught and practiced.  In other words, the courses I teach are complete literature and composition courses, including novel & play study and analysis, short fiction and non-fiction study, poetry, and several kinds of creative and analytical writing. Then a week’s worth of homework is assigned to be completed by the next class meeting.  Students should be prepared to spend at least 1 hour on each of the non-class- meeting weekdays to complete the assignments.  Because it is difficult enough to cover all of this in 1½  hours weekly, I will not include a comprehensive grammar course or a vocabulary-building program, both of which are extremely important.  If your child is not already proficient in grammar, you should teach that very important part of English at home concurrently with what I am teaching, or better yet, teach a quick course this summer (many home schooling parents say that Easy Grammar & Easy Grammar II are good sources).  By the end of the 8th grade, students should be proficient in grammar.  The good news is this:  even if they are not yet proficient, they have reached the cognitive maturity level by this age to pick it up very quickly.   Additionally, a strong vocabulary building program should be ongoing since a good vocabulary is essential for scoring high on the AP, CLEP,  SAT and/or ACT exams (which may also mean scholarship dollars), & for lifelong communications skills.
***Besides the time I spend instructing these 6 classes, I will spend at least 45 additional hours each week--some in preparation, but mainly in grading the writing of my students.  Students’ writing does not improve unless they are instructed in numerous methods to improve their writing, unless they write often, and unless they get specific feedback, both on what they are doing well, and what they need to improve upon.  For this reason, I am willing to spend hours and hours each week grading and commenting upon student writing.  ***Tuition for each class is $58.00 per month (including instructional time in class, & all planning & grading time), due on the last class meeting of each month for the next month.  Tuition has been added up & then divided by the 9 months from Sept. through May, & equals $58.00 per month, regardless of whether the month contains 4, 5, or 3 (as in the case of Dec.) lessons.  The only exception to this is the 1st 2 weeks of class--the “leftover-half-month” of August, for which tuition will be $29.00.  Please understand, whether planned or unplanned, the economics of maintaining small, effective classes does not allow for either reduced payments or refunds for missed classes.***No specific novel is assigned this summer, but reading a good, classic novel of your choice IS REQUIRED!  (Ex.: Something by C. S. Lewis, Tolkein, LaHaye, Dickens, Shakespeare, etc.) 
***Supplies:  One 3-inch (spine) 3-ring binder, 1 set of 5 tab dividers, notebook paper, pencils, black or blue pens, red pens, 1 pkg. of 4 or 5 different colored highlighters, 1 neatbook or spiral notebook with about 100 perforated pages (so tearing out pages will be easy and neat). ***Dress code:  In order to honor God in our appearance and foster an environment conducive to learning without distractions—wear modes  (not tight) clothes. IMPORTANT INFORMATION ON REGISTERING FOR CLASSES!!  ***Please read all of this—important changes you should note…       

        ***NOW!!!...It is TIME TO REGISTER!  Returning students & their siblings, please return your registration forms and 2 checks to the next class mtg. For Prospective Students-PLEASE CALL IMMEDIATELY AND LEAVE ME A MESSAGE ABOUT WHICH CLASS LEVEL AND WHICH DAY & TIME YOU PREFER, so that I can begin to try to place your student(s) in a class, and if you have not already done so, please leave your name, number, address, along with the NAME, AGE, DATE OF BIRTH, & GRADE YOUR CHILD WILL BE ENTERING IN THE FALL, THEN MAIL YOUR REGISTRATION FORM & DEPOSITS BACK TO ME ASAP  TO SECURE A PLACE FOR YOUR STUDENT(S)!!  If the class you have requested is already full, I will call you within two days after receiving your registration and deposit checks to see if there is another class that will work.  If you have not heard from me within a few days, your student is in the class on the day you requested.  Tuition will be $58.00 per month.  Deposits will be--$60.00 for Juniors and Seniors and $45.00 for Pre-AP, per student—LARGELY DUE TO THE INCREASED PRICE OF COPIES, which have tripled in price in the last 5 years, as well as cost increases for heating/cooling, lighting, supplies, table/chair replacements, etc.  I won’t deposit your "deposit checks" until 6/1 or after.
***IMPORTANT CHANGE…I made a new requirement a couple of years ago— in addition to the deposit, to reserve your child a place, and this is why—For the last 7 years, I have had a huge problem with people signing up for my classes early, and pulling out very late in the summer.  Around 15-20 students are pulled out of classes after they get my notices for the orientations I do the first week of August, usually saying something such as, "I've been meaning to call you for the last 6 weeks…"  This is grossly unfair to people who have been on the waiting list for maybe 6 months to a year, many of whom have just given up and signed up for another class.  This has also been extremely hard on me.  I will, often times, have to contact 3 people on the waiting list (AND IT'S VERY HARD TO CONTACT PEOPLE DURING THE SUMMER) just to find 1 that has not just signed up for another class.  This is very tedious, since I can only contact a few at a time—because I must wait to hear back from them before calling others in order to honor their number order on the waiting list!  As current parents already know and many of you have heard (or surmised from my earlier description of how I put around 45 HOURS EACH WEEK into GRADING WRITNG ALONE), I work VERY HARD during the school year.  Grading over 90 students' writing is pretty much impossible to keep up with, since I have them working on a piece of writing every week.  Counting planning, grading, preparing and copying handouts, and actually teaching six 1½-hour classes, I work around 60 hours each week, and since my family comes first in the evenings, I am often up very late, just trying to almost keep up.  Therefore, I really need quite a bit of rest and some downtime with my family in the summer.  June is taken up with registering people from the waiting list, I have mandatory New Student/Parent Orientation Meetings the 1st week of August, and classes begin the 3rd week of August.  That leaves July (which is still not totally free of "work stuff") and the 2nd  week of August that I can rest and be with my family—AND THAT'S ONLY IF THE SCENARIO DESCRIBED ABOVE DOES NOT TAKE PLACE…YET IT DOES EVERY YEAR! Therefore, I instated the following important change:  In order to save your child's place in a class next fall, you must not only pay the deposit mentioned above, but you must also postdate a check for August 1st for the 1st six weeks of class (the 3rd & 4th  weeks of August PLUS September's tuition—totaling $87.00 for each student enrolled), which I will not deposit until August 1st or after.  You will then not owe any tuition until the last week of September for October's classes.  If you must drop the class you have registered for, and if you do so on or before June 30th, I will mail that $87.00 check back to you (but will keep the deposit, just as has always been my policy).  If you drop the course on July 1st or after, I will keep the check to help compensate for the inordinate amount of time that I will have to spend on the phone with people, sending mailings, and doing the paperwork to fill those spots.  I'M SO SORRY TO HAVE TO DO THIS—I'VE TRIED TO AVOID IT, BUT IT IS THE ONLY WORKABLE SOLUTION I SEE.  Please sign that you have read this letter & agree to abide by it, & return it with your registration form & 2 checks ASAP!
